SUBJECT: Scotia Community Services District Formation 
 
 
 
LAFCo is processing an application for the formation of a Community Services District (CSD) 
for the Scotia area, in accordance with Government Code Section 61000 et seq.  The application 
has been completed, and staff is finalizing details of the staff report, exhibits, and supporting 
materials to present to the Commission.  It is expected that this item will appear on the May 2010 
agenda for consideration by the Commission. 
 
Because the formation of such districts is rare and one has not occurred within the tenure of any 
current Commissioners, staff recommends that the Commission hold a study session specifically 
for this item in the month prior to the Commission’s normal May meeting.  A study session 
would not be a public hearing on the item, but rather a meeting for Commissioners and staff, 
along with involved parties, to analyze the project in greater detail prior to consideration for 
approval.  With a substantial amount of information and a detailed process associated with this 
action, Commissioners may benefit from time dedicated to presenting the details of the financial, 
engineering, and legal aspects of CSD formation, along with the various political issues 
associated with the other available options for governance of the Scotia area.  This study session 
would allow for Commissioners to ask more detailed questions, and allow staff to conduct any 
necessary follow up research and analysis to ensure the Commission has the relevant information 
to fully consider the item at its May hearing. 
 
Staff is recommending holding a two-part study session on the third Wednesday of April (April 
21st) at the same time as typical LAFCo hearings.  The location of the session is still being 
determined.  However, it is anticipated that the first part of the session would take place in 
Eureka and the second part would take place in the town of Scotia.  Staff would present the 
project as submitted, and it is expected that both the applicant (Town of Scotia, LLC) and 
possibly the City of Rio Dell would also make presentations at the study session.

Discussion 
The Trinidad Station CAL FIRE chief, Steven Hartman, has submitted an application to 
Humboldt LAFCo for a water line extension from the City of Trinidad to serve the CAL FIRE 
Station.  LAFCo staff is exploring several options to provide the Station with potable water.  One 
option would be to expand the City of Trinidad’s SOI to include the Trinidad CAL FIRE Station 
and to arrange for an out of area service agreement between the City and CAL FIRE due to the 
health and safety risks of the current supply.  Another option would be to expand CSA4’s Latent 
Services to include water service and to arrange for an agreement between the City and the 
County (CSA4) for the provision of water to just the Station. 
 
The LAFCo Executive Officer appeared before the Trinidad City Council in February to present 
this item to the City as an informational item presentation and discussion.  The City Council 
requested to be kept informed and appeared willing to consider the service extension due to the 
health and safety issues. 
 
LAFCo is currently entering into an agreement with Winzler & Kelly to conduct a preliminary 
assessment of the feasibility of extending water service from the City of Trinidad’s system to the 
CAL Fire Station.  The task order is based on the following tasks: 

• Research Trinidad Water System Supply availability, including review of 2003 Water 
Supply Study analysis of available capacity on Luffenholtz Creek and current City Water 
Demands. 

• Review potable water demand for CAL FIRE Station on Patrick’s Point Drive from 
information provided by CAL FIRE staff and standard water use rates from the literature. 

• Determine if sufficient water is available from Trinidad system, at connection point, and 
assess required pumping and minimum pipe size to reach the CAL FIRE Station on 
Patrick’s Point Drive. 

• Estimate size of onsite storage to meet station demands, to minimize size of water service 
pipe in Patrick’s Point Drive, to address potential cumulative effects. 

• Prepare a brief summary technical memo summarizing the evaluations discussed above.  
 
In addition, Humboldt LAFCo is requesting that the Humboldt County Board of Supervisors 
convene as the CSA4 Board to consider expandingCSA4’s latent powers to include the provision 
of water service, limited to only the CAL FIRE Trinidad Station.

2. Reviewed the letter from the Interim City Manager sent to the Town of Scotia expressing 
the City interest in annexation.  

3. Heard  public testimony on this matter including a presentation from Frank Bacik, 
representing the Town of Scotia LLC. 

4. Directed City staff to initiate the annexation process and file an application with 
Humboldt LAFCo. 
 

Excerpt from Staff Report to Rio Dell City Council 
In 2006 the former owners of the Town of Scotia applied to the City of Rio Dell for annexation 
of the entire town of Scotia.  The City made a considerable effort to study this proposed 
annexation, conducting engineering studies, considering the necessary general plan and zoning 
amendments, initiating the Municipal Services Review and Sphere of Influence Update 
necessary for LAFCo review, and having an independent Fiscal Study prepared.  The former 
owners withdrew the annexation application due to infrastructure costs issues and have since 
pursued formation of a Community Services District (CSD).   
 
One significant change that has occurred since earlier annexation discussion is that Rio Dell is 
presently sizing its wastewater facilities (WWTF) out 40 years, which could and probably should 
include the Town of Scotia. Then there are the other services that will be needed in Scotia such, 
as law enforcement, fire protection, planning, finance, building inspection, community water, 
public works and local governance, and all of the staff and equipment assets that go with it.  The 
Rio Dell and the Rio Dell Fire Protection District could provide these services in a seamless 
manner upon annexation.

Discussion 
Pursuant to Government Code § 56334, the term of office of each member shall be four years 
and until the appointment and qualification of his or her successor. Upon enlargement of the 
Commission by two members, as provided in Section 56332, the new members first appointed to 
represent independent special districts shall classify themselves by lot so that the expiration date 
of the term of office of one new member coincides with the existing member who holds the 
office represented by the original two year term on the commission and the term of office of the 
other new member coincides with the existing member who holds the office represented by the 
original four-year term on the commission. The body which originally appointed a member 
whose term has expired shall appoint his or her successor for a full term of four years. Any 
member may be removed at any time and without cause by the body appointing that member.  
 
The expiration date of the term of office of each member shall be the first Monday in May in the 
year in which the term of the member expires, unless procedures adopted by the commission 
specify an alternate date to apply uniformly to all members.  
 
However, the length of a term of office shall not be extended more than once. Any vacancy in 
the membership of the commission shall be filled for the unexpired term by appointment by the 
body which originally appointed the member whose office has become vacant. 
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Alternate Public Member Appointment  
The term of Alternate Public Member Bob McPherson will expire May 31, 2010.  Government 
Code Section 56325 states that the public member is appointed by a majority vote of the other 
members of the Commission (two city, two county, and two district) and must get at least one 
vote from a Commissioner in each of these appointing categories.  Public members may not be 
employees or officers of the County of Humboldt, any city within the county, or any special 
district within the county.  
 
RECOMMENDATION: staff recommends that the Commission direct staff to collect Alternate 
Public Member nominations, convene an interview process, and present the results at the May 
19, 2010 meeting.  
 
City Member Appointment 
The term of City Member Patrick Whitchurch will expire May 9, 2010.  LAFCo staff has 
requested that the Humboldt County Association of Governments hold a special meeting to 
convene a Mayors City Selection Committee for the appointment of a new City Member. 
 
RECOMMENDATION: Consistent with the Appointment Policy, staff recommends that the 
Commission accept the results provided by the Mayors City Selection Committee and accept the 
appointment of the newly selected City Member for Humboldt LAFCo.

RECOMMENDATION: Direct staff to distribute nominee ballots, schedule interviews with the 
District Representative nominees, and present the results of the District Member call for 
nominations at the May 19, 2010 LAFCo meeting, at which time, the Commission may take 
action to appoint the new District Member.

The Humboldt LAFCo website update is officially complete and the newly revised site is now 
available online.

“Current Activities” menu which includes, Draft Meeting Minutes, Agendas, and Municipal 
Service Reviews, as well as Pending Actions and Applications, and Public Notices and 
Announcements.  Another menu item, “Records”, will include an archive of Adopted Meeting
