Determination of a Sphere of Influence for the Garber-
ville Sanitary District.

The Garberville Sanitary District is located along the
South Fork Eel River in the southern portion of Hum-
boldt County. The District is approximately seventy
(70) miles south of the City of Eureka and six (6)
miles north of the Humboldt-Mendocino County line.

Project Description: The purpose of the project is the development

and determination of the Sphere of Influence of the
Garberville Sanitary District in conformance with
Section 54774 of the California Government Code. As
defined by that section of the Code, the Sphere of
Influence is "a plan for the probable ultimate physical
boundaries and service area of a local governmental
agency." If adopted, the Sphere of Influence will be
used by LAFCo as oné factor in making regular decis-
ions on proposals over which it has jurisdiction. The
Sphere of Influence is not a specific plan for reorgan-
izations or changes of organization affecting the
subject District.

Basis for Negative Declaration: The determination of a Sphere of

Influence is not a permit, license, or other authoriza-

‘tion for use or development. After adoption, the

Sphere of Influence will be one factor utilized in the
review of possible changes of organization or reorgan-
ization affecting the District. As such, the Sphere
of Influence determination will not serve as a growth
inducing factor.

Prior to any change of organization/reorganization
affecting the boundaries of the District, a.specific
environmental review of the project will be required
pursuant to CEQA.
